The following information outlines the changes in this release: 

· Articles in Press have been added as a new publication type and are:

· Sourced from journals produced by 6 publishers; Elsevier, Springer, Karger, Nature, Cambridge University Press and IEEE, who between them publish over 1000 journals covered in EMBASE

· Indexed with EMTREE from titles & abstracts. Mapping and explosion are possible, subheadings, drug/device trade names & manufacturers, molecular sequence numbers and CAS numbers are not indexed. 

· Replaced by the published article once this has been received and indexed 

More information on how to limit searches to only Articles in Press may be seen in this video. 

· Records from Articles in Press may be added to new email alerts. The Article in Press box is automatically selected when setting up your email alerts.

· Bulk importing of multiple alerts from a third party platform to EMBASE.com is now possible from the Email Alert page. Alerts must be formatted as a Comma Separated Values (CSV) file and be compatible with EMBASE.com search language before import is successful. Details on how to set up this file and proceed further are outlined in Help.

· New email alert content formats have been added, the four options are now: Citations only, Citations and index terms, Citations and abstracts or Citations, abstracts and index terms.

· Cited-By Counts (from Scopus) are now displayed as part of the citation information in the Search Results and the View Records page. Users of Scopus will be brought directly to Scopus by clicking on the Cited by link. Non Scopus users will see the title and abstract of citing articles but will not have access to the other functionality in Scopus. 

· RIS Format is now the first option for exporting results, followed by Refworks, CSV and Plain Text. This format is the most widely known and the most flexible for exporting to Endnote, Reference Manager and Procite.
